
TOURIGA NACIONAL 2019 

In 1998 we produced our first monovarietal wine 
right at the beginning of our family project. Coming 
from our very old Touriga Nacional vines, which give 
us few bunches with great concentration, good 
acidity, and great balance. 

Harvest & Vinification 

After a light ageing in French oak barrels, we get a 
very balanced, elegant, and fresh wine, with different 
layers and nuances that bring it seriousness and 
complexity. 

Tasting Notes 
Ruby red colour with hints of violet. Good 
concentration, clean and bright. Although young, it 
shows good maturity with notes of black fruit and 
delicate oral nuances, complemented by a slightly 
vegetal side that gives it freshness. The ageing in 
barrique gave it greater seriousness and complexity. 
In the mouth it is very well balanced, with round 
tannins, good structure, confirming its aromatic 
notes. An intense, complex, and elegant wine.
